	LSM Motions – HW
	HW presented to EXEC the current motions that have been submitted

1) “No to ID” – Submitted by Will Burstow. LE asked what the ID that this motion is opposing. JR explained that it is opposing the national ID cards that the current government want to introduce. The motion calls for students to lobby their MP. EXEC then debated the political implications of the motion – as SUBU can not support a political party. Also discussed whether or not EXEC has to take a particular motion – did not have a copy of SUBU constitution available at the time but was felt that it was likely to say that unless the motion would be illegal for the union to carry out then it has to be taken to the meeting.

2) Another motion has been submitted regarding reducing student debt

3) RF then presented a partially written motion that he wanted EXEC to help write regarding the abuse of the SURVERYS mailing list by some students. ALL felt that this is an issue at the moment and that something needed to be done about it.

LE asked about how to get more motions – HW said that the deadline is 12pm Tomorrow. LE also mentioned about a media school ‘goodie bag’ which contained items such as tapes and blank discs etc… to help with the initial cost of activities required by their course- this was advertised in the prospectus. Has been issued in previous years but this year has not happened. HW explained that there is a motion on hidden course costs – suggested making this an amendment to this motion.

	LGBT Social - IW
	IW would like to arrange to contact other LGBT officers from other uni's. HW said to have a look on officeronline – The NUS website for Student Union Officers (www.officeronline.co.uk). JR made a list of which uni’s IW would like to contact. SB said an alternative is to ring the unions and ask for the contact details for their LGBT officer. 

	EXEC Role Review – JR
	JR has produced a questionnaire for EXEC to fill it in and return next week if possible

	Charity Event – IW
	IW is running a charity event for Zimbabwe – would like to communicate to students. SB & JR advised to liaise with DK 

	Litter Bins – JR
	EK sent JR an email about this – apologies that he forgot to bring the email with the full details. EK has had to postpone the meeting with the council. HW mentioned about meeting with those interested to help write the community guide on Thursday. JE said he will communicate date of meeting with council as soon as he has it.

	SABB Team Meetings - JR
	JR said that these need to be sorted out ASAP. Need ALL to send availability to their SABB team leader ASAP by next meeting at latest. ACTION: ALL to send availability to SABBS

	SU Sales Job - AJ
	AJ explained that the SU Sales Manager (Ed Reacher) left at the end of last term. The job made SUBU aprox. £80k per year. AJ spoke with Senior Management Team to discuss could the job be merged into one of the roles of a TOFS manager. It was decided to replace like for like. AJ just wanted to inform EXEC.

	NUS Strategic Conversation - JR
	JR has been unable to get NUS to give him the details of what is booked. Would like to know who really wants to go. RF said that CN would but concerned about missing LSM. ACTION: JR to see CN about this.

	Student Pride - IW
	IW explained that this event is very similar to the Gay Pride event but is specifically aimed at Students. Would like help with regard to the cost of attending. JE said that EXEC could look at advertising the event for him but would not be able to pay cost of attending. SB suggested that may be able to use SUBU minibus to take a group of people down.

	AOB
	Bournemouth House Coffee Machine – SB

SABBS approved £450 for purchase. DC questioned usage charges. SB said that the machine will charge but all money goes to SUBU. DC also asked about microwave usage. SB said there has been some usage. LE said she also knows of people who use it.

	
	Summerball – SB

Date Confirmed as: 065/06/2010. Same as some other SU’s. AJ said that date was considered carefully around Beach Break and end of exams. JR is on the university committee reviewing the academic calendar. Consensus view is to recommend moving the term a week forward at both ends of the winter term. Also considered looking at removing “reading week” – debated purpose of this week. It seems to just fit around when lecturers’ children have time off school. ACTION: JR to update on calendar review next week. 

	
	Comedy Night @ TOFS – SB

SB thought this was worth mentioning as Rufus Hound is booked to appear at next Tuesday’s comedy night event. JR suggested EXEC social to this – ALL agree. ACTION: JR to arrange and send out details.

	
	Superbowl @ Dylan’s – SB

SB said that this event will be taking place on the 7th of February. It will be the first time Dylan’s has opened all night (Superbowl event is 11pm-5am however Dylan’s will be open all night. With a series of special food items being prepared for it – some such as hot dogs have already gone on trial. Including an American pancake breakfast at 5am. Ticket event being trialled from a new system that SB found out about during US visit. Requires registration to “buy” a ticket online – price is FREE for this event.

	
	Dylan’s Wedges – SB

If anyone still wants to discuss the matter of bringing wedges back to Dylan’s should go and see Alan Dove. AJ questioned this – why should EXEC have to go to him before going to students – SB said that Alan Dove wants to make sure that the right questions are being asked – not misleading students about the matter.

	
	EXEC Timetables – ALL

RL said she has an issue with her timetable clashing with EXEC meetings both weeks and times. RF suggested checking if anyone else has issues with timetabling and moving meeting if needed. JR said everyone check to get back to him. ACTION: ALL to check meeting time and let JR know if any problems.

	
	BU Status in NUS – SB 

SB said that BU is classed as an Arts University (Because of Media School) – Termly meeting to be held in Lincoln on the 11-12 Feb. Is anyone interested? RF interested and CN also likely to be interested.

	
	SUBU Educational Approach – SB

This will be starting next week and will involve a 4 week consultation period with students. Will be a lot of work so could anyone wanting to help please contact SB

	
	The Wire – SB

SB met with the wire and gave them an update on everything SUBU related that would be good to get them to publish.

	
	Partnership Colleges/EXEC Training – SB

SB/HW met with Sam Neaves (Partnership Co-ordinator) regarding getting EXEC to go to Kingston Mauwood College (KMC) for a residential training session to refresh and review training as well as having the benefit of visiting a PI. ALL agreed that this is a good idea and should be done ASAP (i.e. before elections) VOTE: ALL in favour – APPROVED

	
	thehub Issues – AJ

AJ asked LE had she managed to speak to the students in Flat 57 who had expressed issues using thehub website. LE said she has spoken to them but the yare unwilling to stand up and present it as a motion at the LSM. RF suggested that these students feed back through LE. AJ said there is a new version of thehub website that is being developed at the moment and he will feed back to EXEC about this.

	
	Times Higher Education – SB

SB said he has looked at the latest league tables published in the T.H.E. magazine and BU has dropped 6 places. SB has been looking at the figures to find out what’s wrong. Says that the Union section of the table show us above the national average. EXEC then had a discussion about block grants comparing BU to other similar universities. SUBU gets aprox. £33/student block grant from the institution – just 1% of tuition fee. Suggested that EXEC feedback and talk to students about this to get their views. SB mentioned Student Experience Committee and bringing up Student Expectations.

	
	Not for Profit – RF

RF mentioned about Not For Profit (NFP) – there are still the posters advertising this in the SU Shop and Dylan’s – but felt that because the same ones have been up for so long Students will not pay any attention to them anymore and suggested that we look at refreshing the NFP campaign. ACTION: AJ to look into this.

	
	General Election – RF
RF mentioned that has been looking into NUS resources for the upcoming General Election. Need ideas on how to promote registration and voting to students. Also said that will go through with CN the information and present relevant information back to EXEC at a later date. Was suggested that a side group of those interested get together to work on and report back to EXEC. Suggestion of work with AUCB SU on this to combine resources. RF said he has contacted the NUS VP Society & Citizenship – Susan Nash – and asked her if NUS have any resources like fliers/posters we can use and also invited her to come down and help if she is able. LE suggested we look at getting a voting booth on campus. AJ said he can’t see why we wouldn’t be allowed to get one – normally church halls are used but could be worth contacting council. SB said that he recently spoke with the BBC and they would be interested in covering a ‘Question Time’ style event between the local candidates.

	
	Housing Fortnight – RL 
RL enquired about housing fortnight and asked if it explains things such as students’ rights. Discussion on problems experienced with dealing with certain estate agents and feel its better where possible to deal direct to the landlord. RF mentioned the government’s compulsory deposit protection scheme which all landlords need to use.

	
	Recycling in Halls – UPDATE - LE
LE has spoken to Poole council who seem interested in what she is trying to do. Has got a contact she is working with from the waste department who would like to visit the halls. They can provide us with posters on recycling now as bins may take a while to actually get once approved. Said that council gave Bournemouth residents recycling bins 5 years ago. RF suggested that the bins get added to inventory to prevent theft.
